	I. GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Call in Off-Duty Hazmat Team Members

2. The On-Scene Sector Officers may request the Vincennes City Fire Hazmat Team.  Notify them of the need (Manpower, or Equipment).

3. If additional resources are necessary, contact Central Dispatch by radio, and request Evansville Fire Department Hazmat Response.

4. Indiana Department of Environmental Management

5. Contact CHEMTREC

6. Contact National Response Center 



	II. MUTUAL AID DUTIES

FIRE DEPARTMENT:  In charge of the immediate incident, coordinate with all other agencies involved concerning; evacuation, isolation, local state and federal notification.

POLICE DEPARTMENT:  Traffic and crowd control, evacuation:  Police Department is to send a shift supervisor to the scene of all Hazmat incidents to coordinate with Vincennes Twp. Fire Department.  If K.C.P.D., V.P.D. or I.S.P. is not on the scene, call for a unit.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY:  State and Federal notification, Public information, coordinate with K.C.P.D., V.P.D. or I.S.P. to find facilities for evacuees. 42-600 is the Director of Emergency Planning in Knox County.  Contact through central dispatch.
CITY GARAGE:  Sand, barricades, heavy equipment or barricades, Advise the amount of product of contained / cleaned and what equipment is needed.  Phone 885-2520
SEWER DEPARTMENT:  Phone 886-5011   After hours Pager: 885-0353 or 885-0356
KNOX CO. HIGHWAY DEPT.: Phone 882-2884
INDIANA STATE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT:  The department has sand trucks, sweepers, and loaders.  To be used when incident is on State Highway.  Phone 882-8330
