   MUTUAL AID DUTIES


Fire Department:  In charge of the immediate incident, coordinate with all other agencies involved concerning; evacuation, isolation, local state and federal notification.

Police Department County and City:  Traffic and crowd control.  Evacuation:  Police Department is to send a shift supervisor to the scene of all Haz-Mat incidents to coordinate with Vincennes Twp. Fire Department. If K.C.P.D., V.P.D. and or I.S.P. are not on the scene, call for a unit.

Emergency Management Agency:  State and Federal notification, Public 

information, coordinate with K.C.P.D. to find facilities for evacuees. 42-600 is the Director of Emergency Planning in Knox County. Contact him through Central Dispatch.
County Hwy. or City Garage:  Sand, heavy equipment or barricades, Advise the amount of product to be contained/cleaned and what equipment is needed. Phone 882-2884 (Knox Co.) 885-2520 (City)

Sewer Department:  Phone Emergency 886-5011 
Indiana State Police:  If the incident is on a State Highway, Call the Haz-Mat Officer for the State Police. Coordinate with him on clean up, opening of Highway.  Phone 882-9041
