A.  GENERAL INFORMATION
On all hazardous materials incidents a RECORDING OFFICER may be assigned. This person will also assist in recording and documentation of the incident. Will also help Set-up Communication.

B.  RECORDING FUNCTIONS

1.  Establish a command and control frequency.

2.  Establish an Operational / Hazard frequency.

3.  Monitor other radio frequencies for radio traffic and log information.

4.  Establish a Command Post.

5.  Establish a Medical / EMS frequency.

6.  Establish a Law Enforcement frequency.

7.  Representative from each agency must remain at the Command Post.

8.  If multi-frequencies are used with-in an agency, a representative from   

     that sector should be at the Command Post.

9. A signal of “MAYDAY” is a distress signal.  All radio traffic should

                stop to determine the emergency.
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
