BOMB THREAT

PURPOSE

To provide information to safely handle a bomb threat and or reported bomb incident.

RESPONSE

The closest engine or quint is to respond to the scene in a non-emergency mode.  The vehicle and all members of the Vincennes Township Fire Department are to stage in an area far enough away from the location of the reported bomb to remain safe if an explosion were to occur.  Additional apparatus may be dispatched by the request of the OIC before arrival on the scene or by command if units are on the scene.

At no time are members of the Vincennes Township Fire Department to participate in the search for a bomb nor is any member to enter the building or area where a bomb is said to be located until such time as it is deemed safe by the incident commander.  The Vincennes Township Fire Department is on scene to provide assistance should a bomb detonate, not to search for or remove a possible bomb.

The law enforcement agency that has jurisdiction is responsible for the scene.

EVACUATION

It is to be determined by the responsible party of the property and or the law enforcement agency if the building is to be evacuated.
