Mass Casualty Trailer 7 (MCT-7) Deployment and Operations

Purpose:

To provide procedures for the deployment and operation of Mass Casualty Trailer 7. (MCT-7)
Procedures:
Definitions:

Mass Casualty Trailer 7 (MCT-7) is a large-cache EMS equipment storage trailer. It is a twenty - eight foot long Wells Cargo trailer that is towed by a heavy duty pick up truck. It is intended for large scale mass casualty EMS incidents with a patient capacity of up 300 persons. It should be considered for use on any large incident when the current on-scene, responding, or other available assets are not sufficient. MCT-7 is also available for outside deployment as a district or state resource should the need arise. 
MCT-7 is intended to respond with a specifically trained four-person deployment crew. The deployment crew is responsible for the inventory, accountability, and deployment of all the equipment carried on the unit once it is deployed. The crew will be responsible for getting the trailer safely to a scene and then properly deploying, tracking, and possibly retrieving the equipment deployed off the trailer. 
Deployment Response:
MCT-7 may be assigned to a local emergency, or requested by outside agencies for deployment outside of Vincennes Township Fire District at the district or state level. 

 A trained deployment crew will consist of a crew leader, apparatus driver and two additional crew members. 
Vincennes Township Fire Department Headquarters will contact the eligible personnel to respond. The list of eligible personnel will be maintained at VTFD Headquarters and Knox County Central Dispatch.  

Vincennes Township Headquarters shall notify the fire chief, deputy chief and the assistant chief.  The nature of the request may create a change from the standard deployment practice.  

Training

Deployment personnel are required to obtain and pass the training requirements for the position they are being selected. 
A prime responsibility of the EMS crew leader will be the oversight of the deployment process. This position is expected to receive the deployment instructions and ensure the deployment is conducted safely and effectively. They are to ensure the safety and accountability of the deployment crew, and effectively communicate with all applicable agencies. They are to maintain a familiarity with the types and amounts of resources carried on the trailer. They are to ensure the resources on the trailer are deployed to yield the maximum effectiveness of the MCT. They are also to ensure the accountability of resources deployed from the MCT.
A prime responsibly of the apparatus driver is the safe transfer and effective set-up of the MCT at the deployment site. They are to maintain a familiarity with the types and amounts of resources carried on the trailer, and once on site are required to assist in the effective deployment of resources. 

A prime responsibility of the two additional crew members is the details of the resources carried on the MCT. They should be able to set up and break down all equipment deployed off of the trailer. They should also be aware of how the trailer and its ancillary equipment operate, and be able to operate that equipment.  

Termination of Deployment

Upon return the EMS supply officer shall be copied on all equipment/supplies used on response he/she will order replacement supplies ASAP and the trailer will be re-stocked.  Equipment / supplies will be billed to Vincennes Twp. Fire District and then reimbursement will be attempted from IDHS.

Documentation shall be provided by the crew leader to the chief of crew member time and other expenses for possible reimbursement.
